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Police:
Craigslist
robberies
should be
a warning

QUINCY – Police say the experience of a man
who advertised on Craigslist and was lured to a
parking lot where he was robbed at gunpoint
should be a lesson to all.

“When he was asked to come to Quincy from
Arlington late at night to meet someone in a
parking lot, a red flag should have gone up,”
Quincy police Capt. John Dougan said.

Nearly exactly the same
scenario played out in Brain-
tree last Friday, police there
said.

The 32-year-old victim,
from Arlington, got a call
Wednesday in response to
his posting on Craigslist that
he had two iPods to sell. The
caller asked the man to meet
him in a parking lot at the
Faxon Commons apart-
ments in Quincy at about 10
p.m., Dougan said.

When the seller drove into
the parking lot, the man
called and told him to go to
another lot in the apartment
complex. Once there, he got
another call and was told to
drive to a parking lot behind
one of the buildings, which
turned out to be more se-
cluded.

“The caller was undoubt-
edly watching him and making sure that he
wasn’t being followed,” Dougan said.

The Arlington man was approached by two
men. One pointed a silver-colored, semi-auto-
matic handgun at him and took his two iPods, a
cell phone and his wallet.

“The victim asked if he could have his wallet
back, and one of the men returned it to him after

A Gestapo officer lift-
ed her blonde braids and

looked in-

Jewish. He turned and
walked away with a click
of his heels.

Those were among the
memories that Applefield
shared with eighth-
graders at Rockland’s
Rogers Middle School on
Thursday, along with a
montage of photos from
her early childhood in
Poland.

“I remember the first
years of my life, because
they were good ones,”
Applefield said.

Rogers Middle School
students have been study-
ing World War II and the
genocide of European
Jews by Nazi Germany.

Applefield, who was
born in Poland and was a
child-in-hiding until the
age of 10, shared her per-

sonal story of persecution with
students, teachers and admin-
istrators.

Her goal, she said, is to edu-
cate students about the Holo-
caust while bringing the dan-
gers of hatred and prejudice to
the forefront.

�During the Holocaust, six
million Jews were killed and
one and a half million Jewish
children were murdered,� she
said. �Only 11 percent of
(Jewish) children survived, and
I was one of them.�

�I hope (students) under-
stand and are aware of preju-
dices around them, whether it
is racial slurs or bullying,� Ap-
plefield said. �My hope is
(young people) become �up-
standers� versus bystanders.�

In September 1939, Ger-
many invaded Poland, launch-
ing World War II.

Applefield recalled with
great detail leaving her village
in Poland with her family to
seek refuge in Russia.

�People were walking, on
bikes and in wagons,� she said,
describing the mass exodus.
�And there were planes over-
head that were shooting at us.�

As Applefield unraveled the
atrocities that consumed her

youth, about 200 middle
school students sat before her
in silence.

Applefield�s father and un-
cles stayed behind and joined
the Polish
Army. During
that time, her
18-month-old
sister died
from diphthe-
ria, an upper
respiratory
tract illness.
Applefield
and her moth-
er were later forced back to
Poland, where they reunited
with her father.

It was at that time that her
parents made the heartbreak-
ing decision to leave her, their
only remaining daughter, in
the care of a stranger in an ef-
fort to secure her survival.

But words of hope carried
her through her horrific jour-
ney. �I will see you soon �
you will be safe,� her mother
promised.

That was the last time Ap-
plefield saw her.

�The hardest thing to live
through was being alone,� she
said. �I don�t know if (my
mother) was shot or died in a
camp that day.�

While in hiding, Applefield

room, alone and crying, while
the Gestapo raided the apart-
ment she was living in.

She will never forget the ter-
rifying mo-
ment when
the police
found her.

�The
Gestapo (offi-
cer) looked at
me with his
chilling blue
eyes while
holding up my

braids � then he let me go,�
she said, crediting her �aryan�
appearance � blonde hair,
green eyes � for her survival.

�He had black leather boots
up to his knees, and I remem-
ber the clicking of his heels as
he walked away.�

The terror and torment did
not end there.

Another caretaker, Apple-
field�s cousin, beat her with a
fireplace poker and threw her
into a river even though she
was unable to swim.

Applefield was 10 when she
and her father were reunited;
he found her living in a Polish
orphanage.

In March 1947, they set
their sights on America and
eventually settled in New Jer-
sey.

Today, the mother of three
and grandmother of five has a
graduate degree in social
work. She lives south of Bos-
ton and has dedicated her life
to sharing her story in hopes
that people never forget.

3 indicted in botched robbery
that left police officer dead

WOBURN (AP) � Three men
have been indicted on charges
stemming from the armed rob-
bery of a Kohl�s department store
in Woburn, where police officer
Jack Maguire was fatally shot.

Dominic Cinelli, a career crim-
inal who had been granted parole
in 2008, shot and killed Maguire
during the botched Dec. 26 rob-
bery. Cinelli was killed by police
during a shootout.

Middlesex District Attorney
Gerry Leone says Cinelli�s
brother, 50-year-old Arthur

Cinelli of Newburyport, was in-
dicted Thursday on conspiracy
to commit masked armed rob-
bery and accessory before the
fact to masked armed robbery.

Scott Hanright, 19, of Wake-
field was also indicted on mur-
der, masked armed robbery,
firearm violations and other
charges. Kevin Dingwell, 51, al-
so of Wakefield, was indicted on
accessory after the fact of rob-
bery and willfully misleading a
police officer.

Senate OKs $50 million
for snow removal costs

BOSTON (AP) � The Senate
has agreed with House lawmak-
ers to spend nearly $50 million
to replenish the state�s depleted
snow and ice removal budget.

Thursday�s vote came as a
spring storm threatened to dump
more snow on the state.

The money was included in a
$325 million supplemental
spending plan.

The state�s snow removal
budget was battered this winter

by a series of storms that forced
schools to close and caused
dozens of roofs to collapse
across the state.

Republican lawmakers un-
successfully sought to add more
money to the bill that would be
sent directly to cities and towns
to help offset their local snow
removal costs.

The plan still needs Gov. De-
val Patrick�s signature before
becoming law.
